General Election 2017 

On Thursday 8th June, Camelot School will be a Polling 
Station for the General Election. Nursery, Reception 
and Year 1 classes will have to be shut for the day as 

public voting will use the Rio Hub building  but all   
other year groups will have a normal school day. 

 

Entrance to the Rio Hub for the public will be via the Mauna Kea Gate  
 

What’s going on?  
In just over 3 weeks’ time, millions of adults will visit schools, village halls and other places that 
are to be used as polling stations, so they can vote which party will form the next government 
and run the country.  
 

What happens during? 
On Thursday 8th June, people get to choose who will represent them in parliament. To vote at 
the UK general election you must be registered to vote and 18 years of age or over on polling 
day. When they arrive at the polling station, they will be asked to confirm who they are and will 
be given a ballot paper. 
 

What happens after? 
When people vote, they are not voting for who will be Prime Minister but for their local MP. 
The political party with the most MPs will form the next government. Counting of the votes   
begins when the polls close at 10pm and continues throughout the night. By the morning, we 
will know who has been elected. Perhaps your child could write a manifesto for a mock election 
on the day? Or talk about why the process takes weeks or months and if they think this is       
important? You could talk about a comparable situation in school, perhaps a school council if 
you have one, where a difficult decision has been made through thoughtful consideration and 
maybe a vote was required? Do we think a vote is the fairest way to reach decisions?

Celebrating the Histories of Camelot 
 
Throughout Term 6, our curriculum teaching will be 
focused on the histories of Camelot and learning 
more about the background to our school’s name.

Therefore we only allow 

fasting while at school for religious reasons in Year 6 and 

only with written consent from the parents/carers.
